Still life is a drawing of an arrangement of
objects, typically including fruits, flowers or
inanimate objects contrasting with these in
texture, such as bowls or glassware.. etc.
The sketch is the still life of a steel pot along
with a coconut . The sketch is made with Artline
shading pencil. The strokes helps in showing the
texture of the object like the steel property of
the pot and the texture of the coconut along
with its branch ( its woody nature), its volume,
the thickness and the shadow gives us the 3d
look along with showing the direction of light.
Basically, still life fills life into the inanimate
objects made in the paper.

The strokes helps in depicting the texture of the object and the

This sketch is the still life of kitchen
utensils which includes a toaster
machine along with a vegetable

chopper and a knife. Just by looking

in the drawing we can depict the
elements and the differences in
texture of glass material(the
chopper), plastic materials (the
toaster) and steel material (the
knife and the blades of the
chopper), thus show us the magic of
still life as the artist made it looking
in a single direction as it appears to
it in that direction.
